





For streetscape areas greater than 5,000 square feet, the following criteria shall apply:

1. Within the interior parkway, 1 tree for every 500 square feet if the average interior
parkway width is 20 feet or less; 1 tree for every 700 square feet if the average width is
30 feet or less but greater than 20 feet; 1 tree for every 1,000 square feet if the average
width of the interior parkway is greater than 30 feet; and

2. In the streetscape area outside the interior parkway, 1 tree shall be planted for every
2,500 square feet.

. For streetscape areas greater than 100,000 square feet, the following criteria shall apply:

1. Within the interior parkway, 1 tree for every 500 square feet if the average interior
parkway width is 20 feet or less; 1 tree for every 700 square feet if the average width is
30 feet or less but greater than 20 feet; 1 tree for every 1,000 square feet if the average
width of the interior parkway is greater than 30 feet; and

2. In the streetscape area outside the interior parkway, 1 tree shall be planted for every
5,000 square feet.

. Trees may be evenly spaced within the interior parkway and streetscape, however, it is
preferred that they be arranged in a design that provides variation in setback such as
staggering, variable amounts of separation between trees, clustering in focused landscaped
areas, and other patterns to provide visual interest.

Property that abuts another street in addition to the designated thoroughfares and highways
listed in this subsection 52-35a.(a) shall provide landscaping along the other abutting
street in accordance with subsection 52-35a.(b).

Parking lots adjacent to a street. Surface parking lots which contain less than 11 parking
spaces and are adjacent to any street or street easement shall provide 1 additional tree in
the adjacent interior parkway in addition to the requirement in subsections (a)(1)e, f, and g
above. Surface parking lots which contain between 11 and 100 (inclusive) parking spaces
and are adjacent to any street or street easement shall provide within and/or around the
perimeter of the parking lot 1 tree for each 20 parking spaces or portion thereof. Surface
parking lots with greater than 100 parking spaces and are adjacent to any street or street
easement shall provide within and/or around the perimeter of the parking lot 1 tree for
each 15 parking spaces or portion thereof. Trees may be evenly spaced throughout the
parking lot, or clustered in landscaped island areas, along major drives and fire lanes, or
otherwise distributed within the parking area. However, a minimum of 25 percent of the
total required trees shall be within the interior of the parking lot, and not distributed
around the perimeter of the parking lot. Each tree shall be planted in an area no smaller
than S feet by 5 feet. For purposes of this section, "adjacent to any street or street
easement" shall mean any parking lot which is placed between any main building on the
site and any abutting street or private street easement regardless of the setback of the
parking lot from the street or street easement. Trees planted within a portion of the parking
lot which is within the front or side yard area may be credited toward the streetscape area
tree requirement established in subsections (a)(1)e, f, and g above.



k. Parking lots not adjacent to a street. Surface parking lots not adjacent to a street or street
easement shall be landscaped with 1 tree per each 75 parking spaces, which trees shall be
distributed throughout the parking lot. Additional trees shall also be provided along any lot
line adjacent to the parking lot at a spacing of 1 tree per each 60 linear feet of distance
along the adjacent lot line. Each tree shall be planted in an area no smaller than 5 feet by 5
feet. For purposes of this section, "adjacent to the parking lot" shall refer to any lot line
which is less than 100 feet from the nearest point of the parking lot, and for which there
are no buildings, structures, or other site improvements other than signs, fencing,
landscaping, or open space between the parking spaces and the lot line.

l. Screening of parking spaces adjacent to a street. Surface parking spaces adjacent to any
street shall be required to be screened from the street or street easement by a minimum
2-1/2 feet tall (at time of planting) hedge of evergreen shrubs spaced no greater than 3 feet
on center, or a minimum 2-1/2 feet tall grass berm, or a combination of the two. All shrubs
used to meet this requirement shall be taken from the list of approved shrubs in subsection
52-35a.(e). Such landscaping or berms shall not conflict with any sight easements or
Section 52-44 of Ordinance No. 1144. Parking spaces shall be so designed and shrubs
shall be planted such to preclude vehicle overhang onto the shrubs or their planting area.
For purposes of this section, "adjacent to any street or street easement" shall refer to
parking spaces which are less than 100 feet from the nearest street right-of-way or private
street easement, and for which there are no buildings, structures, fences, or other site
improvements other than landscaping, signs, or open space between the parking spaces
and the street right-of-way or easement.

m. Credit for tree preservation. Credit toward meeting any new tree requirements will be
given for preserving existing trees on the site in accordance with the following guidelines.

1. Existing trees of 3 inches caliper or larger may be credited on a caliper for caliper
basis; 1.€., preserving one 6, 7, or 8 inch caliper tree may be counted the same as
planting 2 new 3 inch caliper trees; preserving one 9, 10, or 11 inch caliper tree may
be counted the same as planting 3 new three 3 inch caliper trees.

2. Credit toward meeting either the interior parkway requirement, the streetscape area
requirement, or parking lot requirement shall be based on the location of the particular
tree; i.e, a tree next to the street may be counted toward the interior parkway
requirement, but not the streetscape or parking lot requirement.

3. Claiming credit toward either the interior parkway requirement, the streetscape area
requirement, or parking lot requirement for a particular tree shall not preclude the
requirement for new trees in the other required landscaping areas.

n. Partial lot development. The requirements listed above are required only for that portion
of a site which is being developed, not necessarily the entire site. When the total
lot/parcel/tract is not being developed, then the portion of the site which is being
developed or improved shall be determined by the building official or designee.



0. Landscape area protection. All required or proposed landscape areas shall be protected
from vehicular traffic through the use of 6 inch monolithic concrete curbs, adequately
anchored wheel stops or landscape timbers, or other permanent barriers. Landscape areas
in parking lots should be designed to allow some run-off to flow into the landscape area to
help reduce the total amount of run-off.

p. Guarantee. The property owner installing new landscaping shall guarantee a plant life of
at least 18 months after issuance of a letter of compliance or certificate of occupancy.
Ongoing maintenance of required landscaping, including replacement of any landscape
elements which are damaged or which die, shall be the responsibility of the current owner
of the property.

(2) Special Provisions for property located along Irving Boulevard between Sowers Road and
Irving Heights Drive. Due to the existing setback requirements, parking standards, overhead
utility lines, and paving standards, the following landscape development criteria has been
established for the lots adjacent to Irving Boulevard (S.H. 356) from Sowers Road east to
Irving Heights Drive. The required 20 percent landscape area shall be waived in the

redevelopment district; however, the developer must provide the required landscape area for
each tree.

a. For streetscape areas less than 5,000 square feet, the developer shall adhere to the
following:

1. A S foot interior parkway must be maintained as permanent landscape area;
2. One tree for every 30 feet of frontage shall be planted in the interior parkway;
3. Three trees shall be planted in the remaining streetscape area; and

4. Each tree in the streetscape area shall be planted in a minimum landscape area of 50
square feet with the most narrow dimension of the landscape area being S feet.

b. For streetscape areas greater than 5,000 square feet, the developer shall adhere to the
following:

1. A 10 foot interior parkway must be maintained as permanent landscape area;

2. One tree for every 30 feet of frontage shall be planted in the interior parkway;

3. One tree for every 650 square feet in the designated interior parkway area; however, if
the cross section dimension of the interior parkway area exceeds 30 feet, 1 tree for
every 750 square feet shall be required,

4. One tree shall be planted for every 2,700 square feet of remaining streetscape area; and

5. Each tree in the streetscape area shall be planted in a minimum landscape area of 75
square feet with the most narrow dimension of the landscape area being 5 feet.



c. Trees may be evenly spaced within the interior parkway and streetscape, however, it is

preferred that they be arranged in a design that provides variation in setback such as
staggering, variable amounts of separation between trees, clustering in focused landscaped
areas, and other patterns to provide visual interest.

(b) Property zoned for nonresidential uses, and nonresidential development in a residential
zoning district. In order to protect and extend the urban forest, and to ensure that adequate landscaping
is provided to create and maintain a pleasant visual environment throughout the City of Irving, the
following minimum landscaping standards shall apply to all property within the corporate limits of the
City of Irving which is zoned for any nonresidential use, and not regulated by Section 52-59
Multifamily development regulations, Section 52-32f Downtown Development District, and any other
property-specific zoning ordinance, Site Plan District zoning, or Planned Unit Development
Development Plan which specifically addresses landscaping. In addition, any nonresidential use such
as, but not limited to, churches, schools, government buildings and uses, and public utility uses within a
residential zoning district shall also be subject to the following standards.

(1) All property subject to this subsection 52-35a.(b) shall provide the following minimum
landscaping at the time of its development; however nothing in this section shall prevent the
planning and zoning commission from recommending or the city council from requiring
additional landscaping as part of any zoning case where the nature and character of
surrounding property dictate a need in order to protect such property and to provide protection
for the general health, safety, and morals of the community in general:

a.

Materials required: Landscaping shall consist of a combination of 2 or more of the
following types of planting materials including, but not limited to, grass, trees, shrubs,
ground cover, and/or other forms of plant material. All trees and shrubs shall be from the
list of approved trees and shrubs in subsection 52-35a.(d). Grass, ground cover, and
other landscaping materials are encouraged to be of a type or species that is native to the
area and has a low to moderate water requirement. In no case shall manmade landscape
plant material be substituted for the required landscape vegetation. Landscaping within
the right-of-way shall not be counted toward satisfying any of the following criteria.

Interior parkway requirements: A landscaped interior parkway area shall be provided
adjacent to all public streets or approved private street easements. The interior parkway
shall provide an average depth of 10 feet, with a minimum depth of 5 feet at any given
point. For purposes of determining whether an average of 10 feet has been provided, the
applicant shall provide a calculation showing the total landscaped area with less than 10
feet of depth, and the total landscaped area with more than 10 feet of depth. If the area of
the landscaped area with more than 10 feet of depth is equal to or exceeds the area of the
landscaped area with less than 10 feet of depth, then the average requirement has been
satisfied.



1. One tree, the species of which shall be selected from the Large Tree List in
subsection 52-35a.(d) shall be provided for each 400 square feet, or portion thereof,
of area within the interior parkway. Trees shall be distributed throughout the interior
parkway, and not clustered in only 1 area. Trees may be evenly spaced within the
interior parkway, however, it is preferred that they be arranged in a design that
provides variation in setback such as staggering, variable amounts of separation
between trees, clustering in focused landscaped areas, and other patterns to provide
visual interest.

2. The interior parkway may be crossed by perpendicular or angled entry or exit
driveways, but may not be utilized for on-site circulation, driveways, or fire lanes.

3. The interior parkway may include a sidewalk not exceeding 5 feet in width if
placement of the sidewalk within the right-of-way is not feasible, as determined by
the director of public works or designee. If a sidewalk is placed within the required
interior parkway, the depth of the required interior parkway shall be increased by the
same amount as the width of the sidewalk; i.e., placing a 4 feet wide sidewalk within
the interior parkway will require an average 14 feet deep interior parkway along that
portion of the street frontage. A sidewalk greater than 5 feet in width may be
provided as part of the development of a public or private park if the sidewalk is part
of an improved bicycle, jogging, or other recreational trail, or if it provides direct
access to a park facility for mobility impaired patrons.

4. The area of driveways or sidewalks shall not be excluded from the calculation of the
total area of the interior parkway for purposes of determining the number of trees
required in the interior parkway.

5. Trees required within the interior parkway shall not be planted within the visibility
triangle areas of street, alley, and/or driveway intersections as determined by Exhibit
A. At time of building permit review, the director of transportation or designee may
extend the visibility triangle areas adjacent to street, alley, and/or driveway
intersections accessing or near a curvilinear street section in which sight easement
and visibility demands are greater than for a straight street section. All trees and
landscaping must also comply with any sight easement restrictions established on the
property.

Front yard landscaping requirements. In addition to the 10 feet deep average interior

parkway, landscaping shall also be provided in the required front, rear, and side yard

areas adjacent to any public street or private street easement in the following percentages
based on the underlying zoning district:

1. Allresidential zoning districts being developed with a nonresidential use: 40 percent.

2. A-G district: 10 percent.

3. SP-1 and SP-2 districts: As determined by the site plan.



4. PUD zoning districts: As determined by the development plan.
5. All other nonresidential zoning districts: 50 percent.

Credit for interior parkway landscaping. The landscaped area within the 10 feet deep
average interior parkway may be credited toward meeting the minimum front and side
yard landscaping requirements.

Tree requirement for front and side yard areas. In addition to the trees required in the
interior parkway, trees shall also be provided within the required front and side yard
areas adjacent to any public street or private street easement at a ratio of 1 tree for each
1,200 square feet, or portion thereof, of required front and side yard areas outside the
interior parkway.

Parking lots adjacent to a street. Surface parking lots which contain less than 11
parking spaces and are adjacent to any street or street easement shall provide 1
additional tree in the adjacent interior parkway in addition to the requirement in
subsection (b)(1)b.1 above. Surface parking lots which contain between 11 and 100
(inclusive) parking spaces and are adjacent to any street or street easement shall provide
within and/or around the perimeter of the parking lot 1 tree for each 20 parking spaces or
portion thereof. Surface parking lots with greater than 100 parking spaces and are
adjacent to any street or street easement shall provide within and/or around the perimeter
of the parking lot 1 tree for each 15 parking spaces or portion thereof Trees may be
evenly spaced throughout the parking lot, or clustered in landscaped island areas, along
major drives and fire lanes, or otherwise distributed within the parking area. However, a
minimum of 25 percent of the total required trees shall be within the interior of the
parking lot, and not distributed around the perimeter of the parking lot. Each tree shall
be planted in an area no smaller than 5 feet by 5 feet. For purposes of this section,
"adjacent to any street or street easement"” shall mean any parking lot which is placed
between any main building on the site and any abutting street or private street easement
regardless of the setback of the parking lot from the street or street easement. Trees
planted within a portion of the parking lot which is within the front or side yard area
may be credited toward the front and side yard area tree requirement established in
subsection (b)(1)e above.

Surface parking lots not adjacent to a street or
street easement shall be landscaped with 1 tree per each 75 parking spaces, which trees
shall be distributed throughout the parking lot. Additional trees shall also be provided
along any lot line adjacent to the parking lot at a spacing of 1 tree per each 60 linear feet
of distance along the adjacent lot line. Each tree shall be planted in an area no smaller
than 5 feet by 5 feet. For purposes of this section, "adjacent to the parking lot" shall
refer to any lot line which is less than 100 feet from the nearest point of the parking lot,
and for which there are no buildings, structures, or other site improvements other than
signs, fencing, landscaping, or open space between the parking spaces and the lot line.



Screening of parking spaces adjacent to a street. Surface parking spaces adjacent to any
street shall be required to be screened from the street or street easement by a minimum
2-1/2 feet tall (at time of planting) hedge of evergreen shrubs spaced no greater than 3
feet on center, or a minimum 2-1/2 feet tall grass berm, or a combination of the two. All
shrubs used to meet this requirement shall be taken from the list of approved shrubs in
subsection 52-35a.(e).

3. Claiming credit toward either the interior parkway requirement, the front or side yard
area requirement, or parking lot requirement for a particular tree shall not preclude
the requirement for new trees in the other required landscaping areas.

Partial lot development. The requirements listed above are required only for that
portion of a site which is being developed, not necessarily the entire site. When the total
lot/parcel/tract is not being developed, then the portion of the site which is being
developed or improved shall be determined by the building official or designee.

Landscape area protection. All required or proposed landscape areas shall be protected
from vehicular traffic through the use of six-inch monolithic concrete curbs, adequately
anchored wheel stops or landscape timbers, or other permanent barriers. Landscape areas
within parking lots should be designed to allow some run-off to flow into the landscape
area to help reduce the total amount of run-off.

Guarantee. The property owner installing new landscaping shall guarantee a plant life
of at least 18 months after issuance of a letter of compliance or certificate of occupancy.
Ongoing maintenance of required landscaping, including replacement of any landscape
elements which are damaged or which die, shall be the responsibility of the current
owner of the property.



(c) Property zoned for residential uses. In order to ensure that residential neighborhoods and
areas throughout the City of Irving create and maintain a pleasant visual environment, the following
minimum landscaping standards shall apply to all land within the corporate limits of the City of Irving
which is zoned for any residential use, and not regulated by Section 52-59 Multifamily development
regulations, Section 52-32f Downtown Development District, and any other property-specific zoning
ordinance, Site Plan District zoning, or Planned Unit Development Development Plan or project plan
which specifically addresses landscaping.

0y
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A minimum of 50 percent of the required front and side yard areas adjacent to any street on
property subject to this subsection 52-35a.(c) shall be maintained with grass, ground cover,
other natural vegetation, or a variety of rock, stone, gravel, and other unpaved materials in a
xeriscape landscape plan.

Impervious surfaces may not cover more than S0 percent of the required front and side yard
areas adjacent to any street, except to the extent that additional impervious surface is
necessary to provide the minimum area needed for a two-car driveway or circular drive
constructed subject to all necessary permits or to comply with a site plan approved by the city
council. It is an affirmative defense to this subsection that the impervious surface existed at
the time this subsection became effective August 3, 2006.

Driveways shall be constructed of concrete, asphalt, bricks, or pavers per city standards for
such materials. It is an affirmative defense to this subsection that the driveway existed at the
time this subsection became effective August 3, 2006. Driveways existing at the time this
subsection became effective may be extended but the materials used for the surface of such
extension must be of the same or better material and standard as the original construction of
such driveway, except a driveway constructed of concrete or asphalt may transition into
compacted gravel per city standards when the existing driveway has extended 25 or more feet
from the front property line of the lot or tract.

Nothing in subsection 52-35a.(c) shall prevent the planning and zoning commission from
recommending or the city council from requiring additional landscaping as part of any zoning
case where the nature and character of surrounding or adjacent property dictate a need in order

to protect such property and to provide protection for the general health, safety, and morals of
the community in general.

(d) Tree list. All trees required by this Section 52-35a shall be selected from the following list,
and shall be a minimum size of 4 inches in caliper at time of planting. The caliper of any single trunk
tree, either existing or proposed, shall be determined by measuring the trunk caliper (diameter) 12
inches above the existing grade. The caliper of any multi-trunk tree, either existing or proposed, shall
be the sum of the caliper of the largest trunk added to 1/2 of the sum of all the remaining trunks 12
inches above the existing grade.

Maintenance standards: All new landscaping required by this Section 52-35a for

nonresidential development shall be maintained as follows:

Irrigation. All new required landscaping shall be provided with either a fully automatic or
manual underground irrigation system, a hose attachment or hose bib within 50 feet of all
landscaped areas, or the installation of a quick coupler system with a valve 100 feet on center.

Maintenance and replacement. All required landscaping shall be kept in a healthy, growing
state. Any dead plants shall be promptly removed and replaced with plants of similar species
which meet the requirements of this ordinance for new trees or plants.

Temporary landscaping. If a developer cannot establish permanent turf on a site due to
seasonal considerations, the developer shall be required to stabilize the landscape areas to
prevent erosion by planting temporary grass or turf (such as rye, fescue, etc.) until permanent
turf is installed. No final Letter of Compliance or Certificate of Occupancy shall be issued for
a development until either the permanent, required landscaping or temporary landscaping
acceptable to the planning and inspections department has been installed. Temporary
landscaping shall be replaced by permanent landscaping in no less than 6 months.

Fxpansion or improvement of existing development. If an existing building is being expanded

or enlarged such that the expansion or enlargement constitutes at least 50 percent of the total footprint
of the building, or, in the instance of multiple buildings on a site, at least 50 percent of the total
footprint of all buildings on the site, the landscaping standards established by this ordinance shall also
apply to the entire site. If an existing building is being repaired, remodeled, rehabilitated, or otherwise
improved to the point that the value of the repairs, remodeling, rehabilitation, or improvements
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constitute at least 51 percent of the current value of the structure as established by the most current
value established by the Appraisal District, the landscaping standards established by this ordinance
shall also apply to the entire site. If the parking area for an existing building is being expanded by at
least 40 percent of the existing number of spaces, the landscaping standards established by this
ordinance shall also apply to the entire site.

(h) Landscaping plan.

(1) All landscaping required by subsections 52-35a.(a) and (b) shall be drawn to scale on a
landscaping plan and submitted to the building official for approval at the time of application
for a building permit. The landscaping plan shall depict the interior parkway and the required
front and side yard setbacks; and show in detail the precise location of each landscape
element, the description of each landscape element, the height, size, and species of each
preserved or proposed tree or shrub, the height and size of any proposed planter or seasonal
color area, all proposed buildings, all proposed parking areas, all proposed landscape area
protection features, and all proposed screening elements. The plan shall also include a table
which calculates the area of landscaping required and proposed in each portion of the site, the
number of trees required and proposed in each portion of the site, the number and calipers of
all preserved trees and any tree credits claimed, and notes indicating the proposed method of
irrigation.

(2) All landscaping and open space required by subsection 52-35a.(c) shall be included in the plot
plan submitted to the building official for approval at the time of application for a building
permit. The plan shall reflect the area of the front and side yard areas adjacent to any street,
the area to remain pervious, and the percentage of the front or side yard area remaining
pervious.

(i) The director may approve minor variations from the specific requirements of this section in
specific instances as long as they meet the spirit and intent of the landscaping requirements. Criteria for
approval of minor variations include, but are not limited to, (1) the minimum number of trees required
or more are provided, but not necessarily in the exact locations specified by the requirements, (2) the
variation is an enhancement beyond the minimum requirements, (3) the property has unusual site
constraints that make strict compliance unreasonable or impractical, and the proposed landscaping
maximizes the landscaping possibilities for the site, and (4) the variation will allow the preservation of
existing trees which might otherwise be removed.

(i) Landscaping in the right-of-way; exterior parkway. The developer may landscape the right-
of-way adjacent to his lot at his own option. The developer must meet the following criteria in
landscaping the exterior parkway:

(1) Landscape guidelines established by the state department of highways and public

transportation or the City of Irving must be followed. Landscape plans will require approval
of either or both agencies before implementation; and
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(k)

The city reserves the right to refuse or delay landscaping in the exterior or interior parkway
due to pending construction or thoroughfare improvements. In the event the city delays
landscape installation of the interior parkway, the developer/owner will be allowed to install
the landscaping after the improvements have been completed or be in violation of this chapter
and subject to fine.

Tree protection requirements for all undeveloped property, regardless of zoning, or for

property being redeveloped. In order to protect the urban forest, ensure the preservation of existing
trees and maintain a pleasant visual environment throughout the City of Irving, the following tree
protection and preservation standards shall apply to all property within the corporate limits of the City
of Irving which is either undeveloped regardless of existing zoning on the site; or zoned for any
residential or nonresidential use which is being redeveloped with a nonresidential use; or zoned for any
residential or nonresidential use and developed with a nonresidential use, with an existing building
which is being expanded or enlarged such that the expansion or enlargement constitutes at least 50
percent of the total footprint of the building, or, in the instance of multiple buildings on a site, at least
50 percent of the total footprint of all buildings on the site.

Removal of trees without a tree removal permit. Ground cover, grass, shrubs, trees smaller
than 6 inches in caliper of any species, and other natural vegetation may be mowed, trimmed,
removed, or otherwise maintained at any time without the need for any City of Irving permit.

Tree removal permit required. Trees of 6 inches caliper or larger which are from those
species of trees listed in subsection 52-35a.(d) or any other trees of 12 inches caliper or larger
regardless of the species may be removed only after a permit for such removal is issued by the
City of Irving, except as provided in subsection (k)(3) below. Such tree removal permit shall
be issued for any number of trees on any single lot or tract if any of the following
circumstances apply:

a. A building permit for new construction has been issued for the property on which the tree
is located, which permit includes:

1. A landscaping plan reflecting new landscaping as required by this section; and

2. A site plan or plot plan which indicates that the tree to be removed is within the
footprint of the proposed building(s), within 5 feet of the footprint of the building,
within the proposed parking/circulation areas, within other areas of proposed
improvements, and/or within the area to be utilized for ingress/egress and maneuvering
during construction; and/or

3. A grading plan which indicates that the tree to be removed cannot be preserved and
must be removed to accommodate site grading.

4. In all cases, the property owner is encouraged to recognize the value of existing trees
and be prudent and conscientious in site layout such that the removal of trees is
minimized. Particular care should be exercised toward retention of existing trees that
are a minimum of 18 inches in caliper.
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C))

b. A plat has been approved by the City of Irving and filed with Dallas County which reflects
the construction of a street or alley or the creation of a utility easement either where the
tree is located or within 10 feet of the outer edge of the tree's trunk. Subdivisions should
be designed to allow for retention of existing trees that are a minimum of 18 inches in
caliper.

c. The tree is dead;

d. The tree is damaged by lightning, accident, or disease to the point of being in danger of
falling or of major limbs falling; or

e. The tree clearly presents a danger to the general public by its location or condition.

f. The tree is in a location which prohibits access to specific portions of the lot for purposes
of obtaining soil or core samples necessary to obtain a foundation or building permit for a
proposed development of the site. Only trees which are clearly within the access or
maneuvering areas needed for access to the sampling points may be permitted for removal
under this section.

Trees in public right-of-way, easement or park. Trees of any size located in a publicly
dedicated street right-of-way or drainage or utility easement may be removed upon the
approval of the director of public works or designee, in accordance with the tree removal
policy of the department of public works. Trees of any size within a public or private park
may be removed as part of park improvements upon the approval of the director of parks and
recreation or designee.

Tree removal permit application. Applications for tree removal permits shall be submitted to
the planning and inspections department on forms provided by the City of Irving, with an
application fee as established by the most recently approved schedule of Building Permit Fees.
Such applications shall provide the name, address and telephone number of the owner of the
property involved; the name, address, and telephone number of the person applying for the
permit; the address or other location of the trees proposed to be removed; a detailed
description of the trees proposed to be removed and a written justification for the proposed
removal. Such applications shall also be accompanied by a tree survey of the property
showing the location of the tree or trees proposed to be removed, all other trees 6 inches in
caliper or larger on the site, other physical features of or proposed improvements to the site,
and the location of all adjacent rights-of-way or easements. Such tree survey shall be drawn to
scale and signed by the person who prepared the survey. Applications for tree removal permits
shall be reviewed, and the permit either issued or denied within 10 working days of the date of
receipt of a complete application. If a complete application is denied, the official rendering the
decision shall provide a written explanation for the denial. Any completed application which
is not acted upon within 10 working days shall be considered approved.
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(5) Tree protection prior to construction. No person shall intentionally damage, remove, or
otherwise cause or allow harm to any existing tree which is subject to this subsection
52-35a.(k) prior to issuance of a tree removal permit. Such damage, removal or harm shall
include, but not be limited to, the cutting down of a tree; a compaction of soil above the root
system of a tree; a change in the natural grade or drainage above the root system of a tree; an
injury to a tree from a wound, fire, or other causes which results in or permits infections or
pest infestations; an application of herbicidal or other lethal chemicals; and placement of
nonpermeable pavement over the root system of a tree.

(6) Tree protection during construction. Trees which are to be preserved on a site during
construction shall be protected during the construction period as follows:

a

b.

The developer shall clearly mark all trees to be preserved.

The developer shall erect barriers or take other protective measures to prevent equipment
from colliding with or damaging any tree to be preserved.

The developer shall not allow the movement of equipment under more than 40 percent of
the canopy of any tree to be preserved. Movement of equipment throughout the remainder
of the site should be minimized to the extent possible.

The developer shall not allow the storage of equipment, materials, or debris or fill to be
placed within the canopy of any tree to be preserved.

The developer shall not allow the cleaning of equipment or material under the canopy of
any tree or group of trees to be preserved.

The developer shall not allow the disposal of any waste material such as, but not limited
to, paint, oil, solvents, asphalt, concrete, mortar, etc., under the canopy of any tree or
group of trees to be preserved. The developer shall not allow any liquid waste to drain
under the canopy of any trees to be preserved.

The developer shall not attach any wires, ropes, lights, or any other such attachment other
than those of a protective nature to any tree to be preserved.

(7) Exemptions. The following exemptions to this subsection 52-35a.(k) are hereby established:

a.

During the period of any emergency, such as tomado, storm, flood, or other act of God,
the requirements of this section may be waived as may be deemed necessary by the city
council.
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b. Utility companies franchised by the City of Irving may remove trees which endanger
public safety and welfare by interfering with utility service, except that where trees are on
propetties developed for single-family uses, disposal of such trees shall be at the option of
the property owner.

c. All plant or tree nurseries shall be exempt from the terms of this section only in relation to
those trees planted and growing on the premises of such nurseries which are so planted
and growing for the sale or intended sale to the general public in the ordinary course of
business.

d. Any tree which has fallen over as a result of storm, disease, accident, or any other
nondeliberate circumstances may be removed without a permit.

(8) Mitigation of violations required. 1f any tree protected by this subsection 52-35a.(k) is

)

removed from any property subject to this subsection 52-35a.(k) without the issuance of a tree
removal permit, or if a tree to be protected is damaged or injured as a result of failing to
follow required tree protection measures in such a way that causes the tree to die, the owner of
the property from which the tree was removed or where the tree died shall replace the tree
with new trees having a total tree caliper width equal to the width of the tree(s) removed. Such
replacement trees may be planted either on the same property from which the tree(s) was
removed and shall be in addition to the new landscaping required on the property, or on
another property or properties within 1 mile of the property from which the tree(s) was
removed, subject to approval of the owner of the property on which the replacement trees are
to be planted. Any replacement tree shall be a minimum size of 4 inches in caliper at time of
planting, measured at a point 12 inches above the existing grade. Failure to replace a tree as
required by this section shall constitute a continuing violation. Each day such violation
continues shall constitute a separate offense for each tree removed or caused to die.

Appeals. Appeals to the requirements established by this Section 52-35a shall be to the

planning and zoning commission through submittal of an application to the department of planning and
inspections on forms provided by the City of Irving. Such application shall include a detailed
alternative landscape proposal and a justification of the need for the exception. Public notice of appeals
shall be provided in the same manner as for zoning cases. A nonrefundable filing fee in accordance

with the most recent schedule of fees adopted by the city council shall be required at the time of
application.

(m) Definitions. For the purposes of this section, the following words and phrases shall have the
meanings respectively ascribed to them:

Front yard. An open, unoccupied space on a lot or tract facing a street and extending across
the front of a lot or tract between the side property lines. See Illustration 1.

Interior parkway. The greenbelt area from the front or side property lines adjacent to a
dedicated thoroughfare, public street or private street easement extending into the lot or tract.
See Illustration 2.

Exterior parkway. The greenbelt area in the dedicated right-of-way of a thoroughfare or street
between the back of curb or edge of pavement and the front or side property lines. See
Illustration 3.

Area of lot. The total square feet contained within lot lines.
Lot depth. The mean distance between the front and rear lot lines.

Corner lot. A lot where the interior angle of 2 adjacent sides at the intersection of 2 streets is
less than 135 degrees. A lot abutting upon a curved street or streets shall be considered a
corner lot for the purposes of this chapter if the arc is of less radius than 150 feet, and the
tangents to the curve, at the 2 points where the lot lines meet the curve or the straight street
extended, form an interior angle of less than 135 degrees.

Tree caliper. The tree caliper shall be the method in which the city will measure tree size as
required by this section. The caliper of any tree, either existing or proposed, shall be
determined by measuring the trunk caliper (diameter) 12 inches from the existing grade.

Streetscape area. All points which may be included within any perpendicular line extending
from the front property line to:

a. A main building;

b. A line parallel to the designated thoroughfare from the side property line to the facade of
the main building closest to that side property line; or

c. A line parallel to the designated thoroughfare from the edge of a building further from the

front property line than another main building on the same property. See Illustrations 4, 5, and
6.

Secondary building or structure. Any building or structure which supports or is used in
conjunction with the main structure, but performs a secondary function to that of the main
structure and is located to the rear of the primary building.

Landscape area. Any area which is pervious and capable of supporting living organic
ornamental or native plant material, waterscape, or art form. Concrete or asphalt parking shall
not be considered as landscape area.

Redevelop. The act of removing or demolishing at least 50 percent of the existing
improvements on a property for the purpose of constructing new improvements.

Required yard. The front, side, and rear yard areas as required under the City of Irving

Zoning Ordinance No. 1144 and the zoning district requirements applicable to a specific lot or
tract. The required yard varies among zoning districts.
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(13) Tree.

a. A woody single or multi-trunk stem, when at maturity will obtain a minimum 4 inch trunk
when measured 4 feet from the base grade;

b. A tree listed in the selective plant list in subsection 52-35a.(d) of this section; or
c. Atree listed in the "Trees of North Texas" by Robert Vines.
(14) Undeveloped. Any lot or tract of land lacking improvements.

(15) Xeriscape. A type of quality landscaping for residential applications that conserves water and
protects the environment by using site appropriate plants (such as native or others adapted to
the immediate area), an efficient watering system, proper planning and design, soil analysis,
practical use of turf, the use of mulches (which may include the use of solid waste compost)
and proper maintenance.

(16) Zoning district. The land use category established for a particular lot or tract by City of Irving
Zoning Ordinance No. 1144.

(n) Vision at all intersections of streets, alleys, and driveways that intersect at or near right angles
shall be maintained in accordance with the following criteria:

(1) A horizontal visibility triangle area at the intersection of a street, alley, or driveway shall
remain clear of any man-made or natural items between an elevation of 2.5 feet and 7.5 feet
above pavement measured at the gutter line according to the distance "T" as prescribed in
Exhibit A.

(2) The aforementioned provisions shall also be applicable to streets which do not intersect at
right angles and non-tangent street sections. In such cases, the public works department shall
have the authority to modify these provisions in accordance with accepted engineering
principles to provide a safe pedestrian and traffic environment.

(3) Trees required within the interior parkway and located in the horizontal visibility area shall

not be clustered or placed such that a "picket fence" effect is created. Trees required within the
interior parkway shall not be planted in the public right-of-way.

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SECTION 2. That subsection 52-59(c)(4)c.11 of Section 52-59 "Multifamily development
regulations" of Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance No. 1144 of the City of Irving, Texas, is amended to
read as follows:

11. Selected plant list. The developer may select trees and shrubs from the list of approved
trees and shrubs contained in subsection 52-35a.(d).

SECTION 3. That subsection 52-64b.IlI(a) of Section 52-64b "Airport/State Highway 161
Corridor Overlay District" of Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance No. 1144 of the City of Irving, Texas,
is repealed, and the remaining sections renumbered accordingly.

SECTION 4. That Chapter 33A currently entitled "Landscape and Setback" of The Code of
Civil and Criminal Ordinances of the City of Irving, Texas, is retitled "Building Setback" and Article
III "Landscaping Required" of Chapter 33A is repealed.

SECTION 5. Any person violating or failing to comply with any provision of this ordinance
shall be fined upon conviction not less than one dollar ($1.00) nor more than two thousand dollars
($2,000.00). Each day any violation of any provision of this ordinance continues constitutes a separate
offense.

SECTION 6. That the terms and provisions of this ordinance shall be deemed to be severable
and that if the validity of any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance shall be
declared to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of any other section, subsection, sentence,
clause, or phrase of this ordinance.
